Switch applications

1. Inany application, press the Menu key.
2. Click Switch Application.
3. Perform one of the following actions:
« |f the application that you want to switch to appears, highlight an application and press the Enter key.
« If the application that you want to switch to does not appear, highlight Home Screen and press the Enter key.

Assign an application to a Convenience key
Your BlackBerry® device has one Convenience key on the left side of the device and one on the right side. Depending on your theme, you
might not be able to change the application that is assigned to a Convenience key.
1. In the device options, click Screen/Keyboard.
2. Set the Convenience Key Opens fields.
3. Press the Menu key.
4. Click Save.

Set owner information

In the device options, click Owner.
Type your contact information.
Press the Menu key.

Click Save.
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Turn on standby mode
If you are not on a call, you can turn on standby mode to avoid pressing keys accidentally when you are not using your BlackBerry® device.

Hold the Mute key.
To turn off standby mode, press the Mute key again.

About links

Links appear on your BlackBerry® device as underlined text. You can have links to various items such as phone numbers, web sites, and
email addresses and can use these links to make calls, visit web sites, or start composing messages quickly.



Create a link for a PIN

You can create a link for a PIN in messages, memos, tasks, or calendar entries. If you click the link, you can send a PIN message.
When typing text, type pin: and the PIN.

Expand a folder

1. Click a folder with a plus sign (+) beside it.
2. If necessary, click Expand.

Collapse a folder

1. Click a folder with a minus sign (-) beside it.
2. If necessary, click Collapse.

« Toopen a highlighted message, press the Enter key.

» To compose a message from a message list, press C.

» To mark a message as opened or unopened, press the Alt key and U.

» To view received messages, press the Alt key and 1.

» To view sent messages, press the Alt key and O.

« To view voice mail messages, press the Alt key and V.

To view SMS text messages, press the Alt key and S.

e Toview all your messages, press the Escape key.
Move around a message list

« To move up a screen, press the Shift key and the Space key.

« To move down a screen, press the Space key.

» To move to the top of a message list, press T.

» To move to the next date, press N.

» To move to the previous date, press P.

» To move to the next unopened item, press U.

« To move to the next related message, press J.

» To move to the previous related message, press K.

e Toinsert a period, press the Space key twice. The next letter is capitalized.

To capitalize a letter, hold the letter key until the capitalized letter appears.
< To type the alternate character on a key, press the Alt key and the character key.



To type an accented or special character, hold the letter key and roll the trackball to the left or right. For example, to type i, hold
U and roll the trackball to the left until ii appears. Release the letter key when the accented or special character appears.

To type a number in a number field, press a number key. You do not need to press the Alt key.

To type a number in a text field, hold the Alt key and press the number key.

To turn on NUM lock, press the Alt key and the Left Shift key. To turn off NUM lock, press the Shift key.
To turn on CAP lock, press the Alt key and the Right Shift key. To turn off CAP lock, press the Shift key.

To switch typing input languages, in the device options, on the Language screen, verify that the Use Input Language Shortcut
field is set to Yes. Hold the Alt key and press the Enter key. Continue to hold the Alt key and highlight a language. Release the
Alt key.

Insert symbols

To insert an at sign (@) or a period (.) in an email address field, press the Space key.
To type a symbol, press the Symbol key. Type the letter that appears below the symbol.

Work with text

To highlight a line of text, press the Shift key and roll the trackball.

To highlight text character by character, hold the Shift key and roll the trackball left or right.
To cancel a text selection, press the Escape key.

To cut highlighted text when typing, press the Shift key and the Backspace/Delete key.

To copy highlighted text when typing, press the Alt key and click the trackball.

To paste highlighted text when typing, press the Shift key and click the trackball.

To search for a contact in a list of contacts, type the contact name or initials separated by a space.
To search for text in a message, press S.
To search for text in an attachment or on a web page, press F.

To search for text in a presentation attachment, verify that you are viewing the presentation in text view or in text and slide view.
Press F.

To search for text in an attachment, press F.
To move to the last cursor position after closing and reopening an attachment, press G.

In a spreadsheet

To move to a specific cell, press G.

To view the content of a cell, press the Space key.

Phone basics

Find your phone number

In the phone, your phone number appears at the top of the screen. If you have more than one phone number associated with your
BlackBerry® device, your active phone number appears at the top of the screen.

Make a call

1. Onthe Home screen or in the phone, perform one of the following actions:
» Type a phone number.
» Type part of a contact name. Highlight a contact or phone number.

2. Pressthe key.
To end the call, press the key.

Answer a call

Press the Send key.
To end the call, press the End key.

Answer a second call

1. Press the Menu key.

2. Perform one of the following actions:
« To answer the incoming call and hold the current call, click Answer - Hold Current.
« Toanswer the incoming call and end the current call, click Answer - Drop Current.

Ignore a call
Press the End key.

Mute a call

During a call, press the Mute key.
To turn mute off, press the Mute key again.



Place a call on hold

1. During a call, press the Menu key.
2. Click Hold.
To resume a call, press the Menu key. Click Resume.

Turn on the speakerphone

During a call, press the Speakerphone key.

Do not hold the BlackBerry® device near your ear while you use the speakerphone. Hearing damage can occur. For more information, see
the safety and product information booklet for your device.

Turn off the speakerphone

Perform one of the following actions:
 To turn off the speakerphone during a call, press the Speakerphone key.

« To turn off the speakerphone and listen privately to a voice mail message, song, or video, press the Menu key. Click Activate
Handset Speaker.

Dial using numbers or letters

When you type a letter in a phone number, your BlackBerry® device dials the number that is associated with the letter on a conventional
phone keypad.

» To type a number, press a number key.
* Totype a letter, hold the Alt key. Press the letter key.

Switch applications during a call

1. During a call, press the Menu key.
2. Click Home Screen.
Note: If you switch to a different application and you want to end the call, press the End key.

Switch calls

1. Press the Menu key.
2. Click Swap.

Make a call when the device is locked
Verify that dialing from the Lock screen is turned on.
1. On the Lock screen, press the Enter key.
2. Click Place Call.
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3. Perform one of the following actions:
« Type a phone number.
 Type part of a contact name. Click a contact or phone number.

4. Press the Send key.
To end the call, press the End key.

You can purchase an optional headset to use with your BlackBerry® device.
e Toanswer a call, press the headset button.
e To turn on mute during a call, press the headset button. To turn off mute, press the headset button again.
» Toend a call, hold the headset button.
» To make a call using a voice command, hold the headset button. Say the command.
« To pause a song, press the headset button. To resume playing the song, press the headset button again.
For more information about using the headset, see the documentation that came with your headset.

Your BlackBerry® device is designed to make emergency calls even when it is locked or the SIM card is not inserted. If the connection to
the wireless network is turned off when you initiate an emergency call, your device is designed to connect to the wireless network
automatically. If you are outside of a wireless coverage area and the SOS wireless coverage indicator appears, you can only call emergency
numbers.

You can only make emergency calls by typing official emergency access numbers (for example, 911 in North America or 112 in countries
that are part of the European Union).

= If your keyboard or BlackBerry® device is unlocked, in the phone, type the emergency number. Press the Send key.

If your keyboard or device is locked, press the Enter key. Click Emergency Call. Click Yes.

e Toincrease the volume, press the Volume Up key.
e To decrease the volume, press the Volume Down key.



Change the default volume for calls

You can increase or decrease the default volume for calls. The higher the volume percentage, the louder the volume.

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Voice dialing

Make a call using a voice command

If you are using a Bluetooth® enabled device, such as a handsfree car kit or wireless headset, verify that the Bluetooth enabled device
supports this feature and that you have paired the Bluetooth enabled device with your BlackBerry® device.
You cannot make calls to emergency numbers using voice commands.

1. In the voice dialing application, wait for the sound.
2. Say "Call" and a contact name or phone number.
To end the call, press the End key.

Dial an extension using a voice command

Verify that you have set smart dialing options.
You can dial extensions only within your company.

Say "Call extension" and the extension number.

Check your phone number using a voice command

If you call an organization frequently, you can also set your smart-dialing options so that you do not have to type the main number for the
organization.

About multiple phone numbers

Your SIM card might support more than one phone number, or your BlackBerry® device might be associated with a phone number provided

by your wireless service provider and an enterprise voice phone number provided by your organization.

If you have more than one phone number associated with your device, you can switch the phone number that you use as your active phone

number. You can receive calls to all phone numbers that are associated with your device, but you make calls using your active phone
number. During a call, you can use your active phone number only. For example, you cannot place one call on hold and make a second

call using another phone number.

If you have more than one phone number associated with your BlackBerry® device and you are trying to check your voice mail using a
shortcut key, your device calls the voice mail access number for your active phone number.

Try checking the voice mail for your alternate phone number.

If your BlackBerry® device is associated with an enterprise voice phone number, you cannot join a call that you make from or receive to
your enterprise voice phone number with a call that you make from or receive to the phone number provided by your wireless service
provider.

Camera troubleshooting

| cannot save pictures
Your BlackBerry® device memory or media card might not have enough available memory to save pictures.
Try performing the following actions:

« If you are trying to save a picture on your media card, delete old media files.

 Inthe camera options, verify that the Picture Quality field is not set to Superfine. Superfine pictures use more memory than fine
or normal pictures.

« Increase the maximum amount of memory available for pictures.

The flash dims or turns off

If the battery power level drops below 20 percent, the flash dims to conserve battery power. In cold temperatures, when the battery power
level drops below 20 percent, the flash might turn off.

Some pictures that | take are blurry

In low lighting conditions, the camera might compensate for the lack of exposure by using a slower shutter speed. If you move the camera
before the shutter clicks, the picture might be blurry. If the camera is using a slower shutter speed and the viewfinder is not occupying
the full screen, an exclamation point indicator appears at the bottom of the screen.

The wireless email reconciliation feature is designed to reconcile email messages between your device and the email application on your
computer over the wireless network. When you file or delete email messages on your device, these email messages should be filed or
deleted in your email application. Likewise, any changes that you make to email messages in the email application on your computer
should be reflected on your device.

If wireless data synchronization or wireless email reconciliation is not available on your device or you have turned them off, you can use
the synchronization tool of the BlackBerry Desktop Manager. See the BlackBerry Desktop Software Online Help for more information.

« If your BlackBerry® device is associated with the BlackBerry® Internet Service, verify that your wireless service provider supports
this feature.

If your BlackBerry device is associated
with an email account that uses a BlackBerry Enterprise Server that supports the BlackBerry Browser, you can use the BlackBerry Browser
configuration to browse the Internet and your organization's intranet. If your BlackBerry device is associated with an email account that
uses BlackBerry Enterprise Server Version 4.1 or later, you can also use the BlackBerry Browser configuration to view .doc, .pdf, .txt, .wpd,
and xls files in the browser. If you use the BlackBerry Browser configuration, you might not be able to change some browser options.

The Internet Browser configuration also optimizes the appearance of HTML web pages in the browser. You can use the Internet Browser
configuration to access web pages that enable you to subscribe to BlackBerry web push services or access ring tones. Depending on your
wireless service provider, the Internet Browser configuration might not be available on your device or might use a different name. For
more information about the Internet Browser configuration, contact your wireless service provider.

The WAP Browser configuration optimizes the appearance of WML web pages in the browser. You can use the WAP Browser configuration
to access web pages from your wireless service provider that enable you to configure your account information and subscribe to services
such as voice mail.
